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Gasworks is a contemporary arts organisation based in South London housing 12 artists' studios and presenting a programme of exhibitions, artists’ residencies, educational projects and international fellowships.  Gasworks hosts up to 12 residencies a year, encouraging exchange of ideas between international and local practitioners.  Residencies are non-prescriptive and process-based allowing visiting artists to develop projects in response to a new context, culminating with an Open Studio.  Gasworks also hosts up to six exhibitions a year, profiling emerging and mid-career international and UK artists, regularly working with the residency programme to give artists the opportunity to develop ambitious site-specific projects.  In addition to this, Gasworks organises Fellowships for up to 8 UK-based artists as part of the Triangle Arts Trust network.  Gasworks’ programmes are committed to the professional development of artists and offer a high level of curatorial, administrative and practical support.  Gasworks’ Education and Outreach programme is integral to its residencies and exhibitions, aiming to instigate dialogue and exchange through talks and events, and works with local groups and organisations to widen access to the contemporary arts.
