Crossing the Waters at Cartwright Hall is part of the Freedom and Culture programme.  

Previous posts include the Head of Special Projects at the National Media Museum, Bradford; Director of Arts at Arts Council, Yorkshire where she was project director of the Year of the Artist campaign.  As Senior Keeper, International Arts at Bradford Art Galleries and Museums, she set up the pioneering Transcultural Gallery at Cartwright Hall and was responsible for building up its significant international collections of Fine and Decorative Arts.
