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Abstract 
Some questions: Why is it an absolute necessity in art education to work internationally? If wide encounters bring 'fruitful contamination', what are the challenges when working 'at home'? The imperative to travel is a given in a British cultural tradition and persists in an international art world, but does all art 'travel well'? How do we negotiate the different experiences of travel, through migration and displacement that is the heritage of a growing British population, some of whom are unable to travel at all? Are we so overwhelmed by internationalism that we must uphold the idea of an international language of art?
 
A proposal: That the site of the work is in the artist's personal interior journeys, the development of their practice, across technical, conceptual and cultural boundaries which can resist easy classification and opens opportunities to engage others, in a spirit of mutual questioning, whatever their own histories and place.
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
