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Abstract
The presentation will focus on the 2006 Singapore Biennale but also draw on other ‘international’ art events.  It explores the question, ‘How do the dual aims of creating a locally meaningful event for local audiences whilst also creating an event that is acclaimed critically co-exist?’.  It will look at the strategies that are employed to embed them locally whilst also operating within an international context, attracting international attention and working with international artists.  How does this sit in relation to artistic practice?  Does this lead to a programming of a particular kind of work?  How does this balance between local and international play out? 
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
