The Arts Award is a national qualification which supports young people to develop as artists and arts leaders. Young people aged 11-25 of all abilities and interests can gain their awards through any art form and at three levels.   Taking part in an Arts Award develops young people’s creative and personal skills for further education or employment.

The Arts Award offers an accessible framework for arts work with young people, and is already running successfully in galleries and museums across England.  In some cases, the gallery educator runs the award programme, in others the gallery links with a school which offers the Arts Award, and provides professional input and resources.  The Arts Award can be used to encourage participation in gallery activities, to build sustained relationships with young people and to support vocational pathways.
