I am introducing them to different ways of producing art through workshops and visits to art galleries.  After Christmas they will become an autonomous group; they will decide a group name, write a manifesto and decide on the direction they take their artwork in.  They will be able to use the school as a 'gallery' space in which to experiment with intervention art, performance, video and installation.
