engage is currently looking to re-house the engage Resource from its current location at the Stuart Hall Library, Iniva. The Resource has been at Iniva since 2008; during this time a number of successful events promoting it have taken place and its contents have been listed, but not catalogued. Space issues at Iniva mean it is no longer appropriate for them to host the engage Resource.

About the Resource

The engage Resource is a collection of material about visual arts and gallery education dating from the 1970s to the present. Items are donated regularly by engage members and others in the sector. There are currently approximately 1200 items in the Resource.

Notably, the Resource includes a significant collection of journals from National Society of Art Education, Arts Research Digest and The Journal of Art & Design.

Publication Dates

Material dates from the 1970s to 2010, 50% of which has been published within the last 10 years. The remainder is proportioned as follows: 1% is from the 1970s, 8% the 1980s, 35% 1990s, 35% 2000-2005 and 14% from 2006-2010.

engage would like to invite organisations to submit expressions of interest to house the engage Resource. 

In order to maximise use of the Resource by the sector, it is important that it is housed in an accessible, well-staffed space. Accessibility will therefore be a priority for us in choosing a partner organisation. We are keen to ensure that there is space for the collection to be kept together and to retain the engage brand. We would like the collection to be catalogued and an active acquisitions policy to be pursued by engage and the host venue. We will work with the host organisation to promote the Resource, and to programme complementary events. We would like to offer the resource on permanent loan with annual reviews and the ability for either party to terminate the loan with 12 months notice. The exact terms of the loan will be agreed.

· How would you go about publicising the resource?

· We would like to offer to programme a small number of joint events with the host; for example, these could focus on the themes of the twice-yearly engage journal. How would you see this working?
