	1/ OUTLINE: MAIN THEMES

· History of bi-annual Social Justice exhibitions at GOMA since 2003

· Themes: sanctuary, violence against women, STOP, SHOUT 

· Programme was developed out of a cultural strategy for the city

· Funded through City Council 

· Advisory Board made up from Council workers, social services, other experts to support and advise for up to a year before and after the exhibition.  There is a history of the cross departmental working – culture and social services

· Significant funding – £100k is in place because of the explicit social agenda
