	1/ OUTLINE: MAIN THEMES

· To explore creative relationships between  architecture and disability

· Need to ensure that disabled people/artists are at the centre of gallery thinking – not just art works, but in terms of design, interpretation, marketing

· The Architecture Charette model carried out in Kilkenny Castle and grounds



	2/ DISCUSSION POINTS: UP TO 3 KEY ISSUES

· How to involve disabled artists/people in creative discussions around all aspects of gallery participation – engagement

· Looking at the issues that arise about access, participation, relationship to space through a creative analysis of spaces in the Summer School environment

· Recognition that these issues extend beyond thinking about disability and become creative ways of addressing and negotiating space for everyone



	3 ACTION POINTS/PLANNING/ FOLLOW UP

· Consider our own models for addressing disability and access, and ways in which the gallery space is negotiated with new eyes

· Understand and implement consultation with disabled people in the planning and implementation of gallery spaces, exhibitons and activities
