	3 ACTION POINTS/PLANNING/ FOLLOW UP

· The education programme could question and challenge the concept of Global Art (as did the participants in the discussion) to create a dialogue with the curators and the works

· The education programme could then be seen as a third text in the whole exhibition

· In line with global, multiple voices/perspectives should be given a space in the education programme

· The education room could be a studio space for enabling responses to the show – written, made, performed. It could contain books and relevant retail.

· Artists could be a central component of the programme, before during and after the life of the exhibition
