	3 ACTION POINTS/PLANNING/ FOLLOW UP

· Multi- modal: being fully in the experience, increased awareness and appreciation, and later the ability to reflect upon the experience

· Artists operate at different registers- some experiences may be more affecting/dynamic than others, depending on work and audience…subjectivity
