· Artist can be seen as an institution with its own structures

· Artist’s personal stories, own history, can be seen as an art history or in relation to art history

· Artist has to negotiate constant change and flux and seeks ways to make sense of, or a way through, the world/structures

· Artist uses intuition in collaboration and partnerships on a personal level.  How can this be translated to an institutional context?

· The above relationships were mapped through drawing

Activity mapping and evaluating the process through drawing

· Personal: how to negotiate and structure conditions for an idea to be realised

· Idea of the diving board as a point of departure introduced – jumping off point into water – unknown?

· Collaboration and realisation require trust, respect, clarity
