· How could interpretation support this?  Especially less literal, info panels based interpretation.  Possibly theme based, empathetic and intuitive responses triggered by other forms of information – audio etc

	2/ DISCUSSION POINTS: UP TO 3 KEY ISSUES

Activity: in order to analyse the elements that would link local and international themes 

· Analyse “your place” through written/drawn responses to: personal knowledge, collective memory (history), demographics, place myth 

· Select some key ideas and devise an exhibition 

· Select other key ideas and devise another exhibition

· Filter and select key themes that balance local/international



	3 ACTION POINTS/PLANNING/ FOLLOW UP

· Apply and develop this process to delegates’ own education work, using writing and drawing

· Initiate exhibition ideas derived from knowledge gained through education/learning programmes and present to curatorial dept

· Take a theme from an international exhibition and relate it to local level needs and concerns
