We are delighted to confirm your involvement in the Watch this Space 7 Teacher Placement Programme. This is part of a national programme funded by and set up in consultation with DfES and DCMS, managed by engage. We are very much looking forward to working with you on this project, and hope that it will be a positive experience for you and your school. This letter sets out the structure of the programme. 

You will be working with HOST GALLERY to increase your own knowledge and understanding of working with galleries and the benefits for your school, and  for your own professional development. 

Teachers are entitled to five days cover payment to enable them to attend an introductory training day in September 2010, undertake the gallery placement, produce some project

work with the gallery, bring a group of students to the gallery and attend a final evaluation and review day in December.  Travel costs to training sessions and to the gallery during the placements are paid.  

BUDGET

5 days cover payment of £180.00 per day for each teacher. £900.

Travel to training sessions and gallery placement up to £250

Materials up to £40.00

Local travel to placement £30 (3x£10)

Please enter all expenses on the claim form provided by your host gallery. Send all invoices for cover fees, travel and materials expenses supported by receipts for each item to your host gallery representative who will pass them on to engage for payment.

You will be required to complete a short (2 – 3 page) evaluation at the end of the project and a short entrance questionnaire at the beginning and to take part in any external evaluation if required.   

Your host gallery will write a project report which you will be asked to contribute to.

Engage would like to keep copies of all project work for possible use on the website, in reports or for other forms of dissemination. 

Teachers will receive the Watch this Space Toolkit and the book Watch this Space: galleries and schools in partnership  

In order to participate in Watch this Space 7 you must be a member of engage.

You may use part of the budget to pay for membership of engage: £39.50 personal membership entitles you to 2 journals a year, reduced entry to many galleries and reductions on engage training events, including the international conference 3-5th November 2010
