SUGGESTED PLACEMENT REPORT FRAMEWORK

INTRODUCTION: the school, the gallery context and previous relationship, year group, number of students, focus of the project 

AIMS: what I wanted to do for my own professional development, for the gallery if relevant, 

for the students

WHAT HAPPENED/PROCESS: 

· arranging the placement

· observations - how was the focus of your project developed from the observations

· curriculum context

· project planning

· partnership development 

· gallery visit

· follow up eg students work at school

OUTPUTS: what was made, eg art works, exhibition, resources etc

LEARNING OUTCOMES: what the students learnt – how I captured this; what I learnt

This could include:

· Gained more confidence in working with schools

· Learnt more about teachers needs

· Found out about timing/planning with schools

· Learnt more about how gallery work can be translated back into the classroom

· Found out what we could offer that is useful for teachers

· Developed new resources for working with schools

· Greater understanding of cross curricular opportunities in school

· Gained skills and ideas for use in the future

· Gained ideas about approaching schools in the future

· Impact on my artistic practice

· Other (please list)
